March 6, 2008 at 6:00 pm

Welcome: Lt. Governor Gale Leva called the meeting to order at 6:08 pm; welcomed all and thanked them for
attending.

Annua Meeting:
Lt. Levaannounced that the first order of business was the Annual Meeting and Election of Division Officers
for the year 2008-09 and turned the chair over to IPLG Davies. IPLG Davies opened the Annual Meeting at
6:15 PM and requested aroll call of the clubs.

As there were no other
nominations or objections IPGL Davies requested that the Division Secretary cast one ballot for James Rogers
for Lt. Governor — Secretary Booker cast the one ballot and IPLG Davies declared James E. Rogers elected to
the office of Lt. Governor for 2008-09.

IPLG Davies then opened the floor for nominations for the office of Lt. Governor-Elect for the year 2008-09.
Secretary Clowe nominated Noreen Barrett and that nomination received a second. As there were no other
nominations or objections IPGL Davies requested that the Division Secretary cast one ballot for Noreen Barrett
for Lt. Governor-Elect — Secretary Booker cast the one ballot and IPLG Davies declared Noreen Barrett el ected
to the office of Lt. Governor-Elect for 2008-09.

IPLG Davies then opened the floor for nominations for the office of Division Treasurer for the year 2008-09.
President Behson nominated Robert S. Pasquarelli and that nomination received a second. As there were no
other nominations or objections IPGL Davies requested that the Division Secretary cast one ballot for Robert S.
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Pasguarelli for Division Treasurer — Secretary Booker cast the one ballot and IPLG Davies declared Robert S.
Pasquarelli elected to the office of Division Treasurer for 2008-09.

IPLG Davies then opened the floor for nominations for the office of Division Secretary for the year 2008-009.
President Behson nominated David E. Booker and that nomination received a second. Asthere were no other
nominations or objections IPGL Davies requested that the Division Secretary cast one ballot for David Booker
for Division Secretary — Secretary Booker cast the one ballot and IPLG Davies declared David E. Booker
elected to the office of Division Secretary for 2008-09.

IPLG Davies opened the floor for any other appropriate business:

Upon amotion duly made (Castleton), supported and carried on a voice vote the candidacy of DPLG
David Booker for the office of Governor-Elect of the New Y ork District for the year 2008-09 was unanimously
endorsed by the Van Rensselaer Division. Booker thanked the Division for its support.

As there was no other appropriate business for the Annual Meeting IPLG Davies adjourned the Annual Meeting
of the Van Rensselaer Division with out objection at 6:36 PM.

IPLG Davies announced that at the recent Mid Y ear Conference for the New Y ork District the Kiwanis Clubs of
Castleton and Sand Lake were recognized as “ Distinguished Clubs’ for 2007-08 and announced that DPPs
Kuplaand Loveridge will receive Distinguished President pins and Secretaries Southworth and Booker will
receive Distinguished Secretary pins. She thanked the clubs because of their hard work the Van Renssel aer
Division was recognized as Distinguished and she was recognized as a Distinguished Lt. Governor.

Acceptance of the minutes:
Upon amotion duly made (Rensselaer), supported (Hoosick Falls) and carried on a voice vote the
minutes from the 23 January, 2008 meeting were accepted as presented.

Acceptance of the Treasurer’s Report:

Upon amotion duly made (Sand Lake), supported (Rensselaer) and carried on a voice vote the report was
accepted as amended (spelling of plaque was corrected) for filing (copy of report attached).

Financia support for members of the Capital Division of Circle K attending the NY D of Circle K Convention:
Lt. Governor Leva had requested that each club consider a donation of $30 as support of members of the
Capital Division of Circle K attending the NY D Convention. Upon a motion duly made (Hoosick Falls),
supported (Sand Lake) and carried on avoice vote the Lt. Governor was authorized to use Division funds to
bring the total donations from the VRD clubs to $210.00.

Sponsored Y outh Committee reports:
In the absence of Chair Hall, Lt. Gov. Leva encouraged the clubs to allocate funds to assist the members of
their sponsored Key Club in attending the upcoming NY D Key Club Convention. She also suggested that



the clubs ensure that the sponsored clubs had paid the required dues.

CircleK Lt. Governor Amanda thank the clubs for the support and encouragement that she had received
during the year as Lt. Governor and announced that Nicole Kennedy of the St. Rose Club had been elected to

replace her as Lt. Governor. Also that she had decided to run for NY D Governor of CircleK at the
convention.

DPLG Andrick thanked Amandafor al her hard work remarking that at first she thought that PLG Kim's
shoes would be very hard to fill —but Amandadid.

First Lady’s Project — Chair Barrett described the kits available from the NY D that can be used to package age
appropriate books for distribution to youngsters.

PR Banner Patch — PR Chair Rogers noted that four of the Division’s seven clubs had qualified for the District’s
PR Banner Patch (more than in any other division!) He thanked the clubs for producing articles for the
Kiwanis Korner — the schedule for upcoming articlesis: March — North Greenbush, April — Troy, May —
Cambridge and June, July or August — Castleton.

DPLG Andrick review the plans for the November trip to Ireland — spaces are filling up quickly and this fund
raiser should be very successful.

Club Reports:

Recruitment tool - Considering changing to evening meetings.

North Greenbush — 1 new member/ membership 28.

Favorite project - bingo at Van Rensselaer Manor in which 3 members and 20 sponsored youth
students conduct a bingo night for 50 residents.
Recruitment tool - we are trying to get ads for our recruiting.

Rensselaer — no new members/ total membership 23.
Favorite project — the new “Elvis Night”.
Recruitment tool — PR to get the name of the club out in front of the community.

Sand Lake — 2 new members/ total membership 59.
Favorite project — Summerfest and al that it entails.
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Recruitment tool — the second meeting of the week is* Invite a Community Guest Night”. At
which efforts are made to have significant programs of general interest and members are
encouraged to invite guests not to join the club but to come and hear the presentation. A
low key recruitment effort goes on and guests are invited back.
