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	Text1: An annual project to provide food and toys to families in children in need. In November, for the Thanksgiving Holiday, the project is a collaborative effort between APCSD Nurses, Hannaford Markets, Post 1026 Walter Adams American Legion and SLKC. For the Christmas Holiday, the collaborative project grows to involve the Toys For Tots Program, SLKC members who donate funds to purchase toys (primarily for older children) as well as Key Clubbers, Scouting Troops and others in the community who donate toys and help with wrapping age-appropriate gifts. The nurses help identify those in need of help. The WSL Hannaford Market sells food boxes to shoppers. The food boxes contain dry grocery staples. Post 1026 provides storage space and serves as a distribution point. SLKC members set-up and coordinate the project. In addition, SLKC members weekly move the sold food boxes from the WSL Hannaford Market to Post 1026, compile the distribution list, set-up the distribution site, and carry-out the actual distribution.  SLKC funds purchase canned hams to supplement the food boxes.
	Additional Information: For Thanksgiving Holiday food distribution is scheduled between 8:30 a.m. and Noon the morning of Saturday, November 20, 2010.  The Christmas Day Holiday food and toy distribution is schedule between 8:30 a.m. and Noon the morning of Saturday, December 18, 2010. The week prior to the Christmas Holiday distribution SLKC members shop for additional toys, pick-up toys and work with youth organizations to wrap and to assemble food and toy gift boxes based on the size and age of each family being served.

On Friday, Nov. 12, visited the nurses in each of the five school buildings in the School District to pick-up parent/guardian completed request forms. Bill Whipple & Angelo Parri pick-up food boxes twice a week at WSL Hannaford Market and deliver the boxes to Post 1026.
